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Pezeshkian criticizes
UN’s response to

Israeli actions ahead
of General Assembly

TEHRAN - Iranian President Masoud
Pezeshkian has voiced strong criticism of the
United Nations’ response to the actions of
the Israeli regime in the region.

Speaking to reporters at Mehrabad In-
ternational Airport before his departure for
New York, Pezeshkian expressed hope that
his upcoming participation in the UN Gener-
al Assembly would allow him to amplify the
voices of the Iranian people, particularly their
calls for justice and rights.

“The United Nations is a significant organ-
ization on the global stage,” he stated. “If it
performs its duties effectively, no country
would be able to launch attacks on others
under false pretenses.”

His remarks came amid the regime’s on-
going genocidal war against the Gaza Strip
and escalated attacks across the occupied
West Bank as well as its intensified deadly
aggression against Lebanon.

On Friday, an Israeli strike wrecked two
buildings in the Lebanese capital's Dahiyeh
district during rush hour. At least 45 people,
including three children and seven wom-
en, were killed and 68 people injured in the

Kanaani pointed out that official reports reveal that
the death toll from the Israeli assault in southern Beirut
has risen to 31, while the total casualties from the recent
attacks in Dahieh and two terrorist incidents in Lebanon
and Syria amount to 70.

Furthermore, he highlighted that within the last 72
hours, the Israeli regime has resulted in the deaths of
119 Palestinians in the Gaza Strip, with an additional 209

members, dramatically exploded across Lebanon on
Tuesday and Wednesday.

In the blasts on Wednesday, exploding walkie-talkies
killed 20 and injured at least 450 people, according to
Lebanon’s health ministry.

The explosions occurred in the vicinity of a large crowd
that had gathered for the funerals of four victims of
Tuesday’s simultaneous pager blasts, which killed at least
12 people and injured nearly 3,000.

The back-to-back explosion of communication devices
has caused anxiety in the society. Now, they are afraid of
anyone using a phone.

Two firms based in Taiwan and Hungary accused in
media reports of manufacturing the pagers have both
denied responsibility, with the Taiwanese government
saying the different parts of the pagers were not from

TEHRAN - At least 34 people have been
killed and 24 others injured after a gas
leak explosion in a coal mine in the eastern
province of South Khorasan late on Saturday.

Some 30 people are still stuck in the mine,
IRIB reported on Sunday. The total number of
workers at the time of the explosion was 70,
the report added.

A crisis management team has been
formed by the interior and industry ministers
to investigate the causes of the tragic
incident. Pakistani Prime Minister Shehbaz
Sharif sent a message to the Iranian nation,
saying that the government and people of
Pakistan are with the people and government
of Iran in this difficult time.

Ammar Hakim, the leader of Irag’s National
Wisdom Movement, and the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Azerbaijan
have also expressed condolences over the
sorrowful incident.

Full-scale war and extensive diplomacy

Shargh devoted its editorial to the current
sensitive situation in the region and Iran’s policy
towards it. It wrote: The reality is that the Western
world stands behind Israel’s crimes. While Israel is
trying to push Iran towards a full-scale war, Iran
has two ways ahead. First to develop its weapons
technology. Second, it should undertake extensive
diplomacy with the world. In areas of foreign
policy, Iran can direct its negotiations with the
United States with the centrality of Europe in the
form of extensive diplomacy. This approach can
produce positive results. Even if the negotiations
in Europe are prolonged, “securitization from
the face of the Islamic Republic” will lose color
in Europe as an important center of global
diplomacy. Gradual moves, de-securitization
from the “country’s face” and creating a positive
balance in international trade are among the
cornerstones of diplomacy.

Hamshahri: Iran’s patience in response to
Israel

Hamshahri wrote in a note: After the
assassination of Ismail Haniyeh in Tehran, foreign
media have made numerous speculations about
the reason for Iran’s delay in fulfilling its promise
of revenge. The explosion of pagers in the hands of
the Lebanese Hezbollah forces last week and the
injury of the Iranian ambassador in this incident
once again increased the possibility of Iran’s
retaliation. Israel’'s repeated efforts to spread the
war beyond the borders of the occupied territory
and a possible large-scale conflict with Hezbollah
and Iran are considered an exit route from the
current deadlock that the regime is caught in.
Therefore, the delay in Iran’s response is of great
importance to global media outlets. According to
Behnam Ben Taleblou, a senior researcher at the
Foundation for the Defense of Democracies, self-
restraint is the highest level of tact that Iran and
Hezbollah have been showing. Therefore, Iran and
Hezbollah are very eager to continue this strategy
and gradually intensify it to Israel’s tolerance
threshold.

Siasat-e-Rooz: Self-sufficiency is defense
industry is a great asset

Siasat-e-Rooz analyzed self-sufficiency in
defense industry which has turned Iran into the
greatest regional power. The paper said: After the
victory of the Islamic Revolution, the armed forces
achieved self-sufficiency in the defense industry

with the strong belief that Iran can never trust
the West. The armed forces also succeeded to
turn the Iranian nation into the first power in the
region and in some instances first in the world in
maritime, land, air, and defense fields. Now even
a superpower like America does not dare to take
military action against Iran. It admits that any
action against Iran means that the entire region
willbeputonfire. Targetingthe American Al-Assad
Airbase in Irag, the missile and drone attacks on
Israel in the True Promise Operation and reliance
on domestic power have removed the shadow
of war on Iran. Another important point is that
Iran’s defense authority serves the security and
stability of the region because Tehran considers
the security of its neighbors as its security and
emphasizes the need for convergence between
neighbors to achieve durable security without
the presence of foreigners. Irag’s recent action in
disarming and transferring separatist terrorists
from Iran’s borders to camps is a turning point in
this process, which can strengthen the security in
the region.

Donya-e-Eqtesad: Prospect for nuclear
negotiations

The appointment of Abbas Araghchi as foreign
minister has increased the hope of reviving the
nuclear negotiations. Of course, it is unlikely that
the JCPOA will be revived. The most likely scenario
is bilateral talks between the United States and
Iran instead of multi-state talks. There is also a
possibility that the new negotiations will deal with
issues beyond the JCPOA and include regional
issues as well. Iran’s urgent need to reduce
sanctions changes the prospect of negotiations.
Considering the increasing tensions between
Israel and Iran and the groups supported by
Iran, Tel Aviv will demand the recognition of its
interests. Many political analysts in Iran believe
that one of the reasons that Israel targeted
Haniyeh in Tehran was to weaken the chances of
the Pezeshkian government to improve relations
with the West. The increase in the popularity of
Kamala Harris in the polls could encourage the
White House to revive nuclear talks and even
negotiations with Iran on other issues. In fact, if
Harris wins, the Biden administration will have
three months to work on such difficult issues.
Qatar or Oman will be the possible place for such
negotiations.

IRGC dismantles Israeli-linked network in

six Iranian provinces

TEHRAN - The Islamic Revolution Guard Corps
(IRGC) has dismantled a network with ties to
Israel operating across six provinces in Iran.

The IRGC issued a statement late Sunday night,
announcing the arrest of 12 individuals connected
to a Zionist-linked network. According to the
IRGC, the suspects were plotting anti-security
operations targeting the Iranian public.

The IRGC emphasized that these arrests were
part of an ongoing effort to counter foreign
interference, particularly from Israel, which has
been accused of coordinating such activities in
response to the failure of its broader strategic
goals.

The statement noted that Israel, along with its
Western and European allies, especially the United

States, has ramped up efforts to destabilize Iran
after its setbhacks in Gaza and Lebanon.

The IRGC's intelligence and security units
reportedly worked to identify and track the
network before making the arrests in six
provinces, signaling a widespread operation. The
statement did not specify the exact nature of the
alleged plots, but it framed the dismantling of the
network as a significant victory in the ongoing
confrontation between Iran and its foreign
adversaries.

The IRGC'’s statement concluded by reiterating
its commitment to protecting national security
and preventing any foreign-backed plots aimed
at undermining Iran’s stability, while also linking
the network’s activities to larger geopolitical
dynamics in the region.

Army reaffirms commitment to national
defense on 44th anniversary of Iran-lraq War

TEHRAN - On the occasion of the 44th
anniversary of the Iran-lrag War, the Army of
the Islamic Republic of Iran has reiterated its
dedication to upholding the dignity, resilience, and
territorial integrity of the nation.

In a formal statement, the Iranian Army
expressed its readiness to make any necessary
sacrifices to ensure the stability and honor of the
Islamic Republic. The anniversary, which began on
September 21, serves as a poignant reminder of
the valor displayed by soldiers during the eight-
year conflict.

These launches followed the
successful deployment of the
Soraya satellite by the IRGC
Aerospace Force, which reached an
orbit 750 kilometers above Earth in
just 11 minutes.

From Page 1 » He noted that the situation
is severely hampering efforts to provide relief
to those in desperate need. “The hospitals
established by the Red Cross are suffering from
a lack of resources, and they are not allowed
to receive supplies,” he stated, adding that the
conditions in Gaza have created what he termed
a “real hell”

The Iranian Foreign Minister said in remarks to
the officials it was pointed out that despite Israel’'s
military actions, none of its objectives—such
as defeating Hamas or freeing prisoners—have
been achieved. This failure, he said, was attributed
to the unwavering support Israel receives from
certain countries, particularly the United States.
“The main obstacle to establishing a ceasefire and
halting this war is the support that the U.S. and
Western countries provide.”

In his remarks to foreign officials, Araqchi

also urged the international community and the
UN Security Council to take decisive action to
address the situation, criticizing Western nations
for their complicity in the ongoing violence. “The
humanitarian situation in Gaza is extremely
dire. The regional situation is precarious. The
international community and the Security Council
must address this situation; unfortunately, we
are witnessing how it stands due to the policies of
Western countries.”

In discussions with UN representatives
regarding humanitarian assistance to Gaza and
the situation in Syria, Araqchi reiterated the need
for global awareness and sensitivity towards the
“truly criminal policies” of the Israeli regime. He
warned that these actions pose risks not only to
regional stability but also to international peace.

“Further meetings and discussions will be
held with foreign ministers and international

organizations. The main topics of our discussions
will be Palestine, Gaza, and southern Lebanon,
encouraging the international community and
global countries to fulfill their responsibilities in
this regard,” the top Iranian diplomat concluded.

Israel's deadly military campaign in the
besieged Gaza Strip, which began in October,
has so far resulted in the death of over 40,000
Palestinians, and the injury of tens of thousands
more civilians.

The regime says it is now looking to begin
a possible incursion into Lebanon, where the
Hezbollah Resistance Movement has been
carrying out attacks against Israeli positions in
the occupied territories in support of Gazans.

Analysts are warning that if not reined in, the
regime will plunge the entire region into a deadly
and devastating conflagration.

Reza Nagdi, Deputy Coordinator
of the Islamic Revolution Guard
Corps (IRGC), has emphasized
that the patience of nations has
reached its limit in light of Israel’s
recent missile strikes against
occupied territories and Lebanon.

He noted that people around the
world have come to understand
the importance of resisting
oppression and refusing to be
subjugated by aggressors, a point
that as the Iranian commander
remarked, was inspired by Iran’s
own defensive initiatives during
the eight years of Iran-Iraq War.

Nagdi highlighted the growing
movement of Resistance, stating,
“The message from the Iranian
people has reached the occupied
territories, Lebanon, and Palestine,
galvanizing Jordanian youth to take

Many are even willing to
sacrifice their lives as martyrs for
the cause.” He underscored that
this spirit of resilience extends
to students at universities in
the United States, showing a
unified front against the ongoing
injustice.

He further expressed hope that
the second fundamental message
of the Sacred Defense, which he
described as “unity,” would resonate
among all freedom-seekers in the
Islamic community.

“It's time for us to unite and
finish the job together] he urged,
stressing that nations can no longer
tolerate the actions of the Israeli
regime, which as he noted, “has
left no alternative but complete
eradication”

General Nagdi also reflected
on the consequences of Israel's
military actions, asserting that each
attack on Resistance movements
ultimately backfires, dismantling
the very foundations of the

Oppressor’s power.

He wammed that the ongoing
brutal actions of the Zionist regime
would ultimately lead to its own
destruction, framing the IRGC's
response as a decisive shift that
transcends traditional notions of
retaliation.

Since October 7 of last year,
Israeli strikes in the occupied
territories have killed 41431
Palestinians, the Health Ministry
in the enclave reported on Sunday.

A ministry statement added that
a total of 95,818 people has been

injured in Israeli attacks since last
October.

Additionally, Israel carried out
a terrorist attack on a residential
building in a heavily populated area
in Beirut during rush hour on Friday,
which resulted in the killing of at
least 45 individuals.

Friday’s air attack on the densely
populated area followed explosions
of thousands of communication
devices in Lebanon on Tuesday
and Wednesday, which was also
blamed on Israel and killed at least
39 people while wounding close to
3,000 others.

Former IRGC chief says Resistance Front
on verge of major victory

TEHRAN - Major General Mohsen Rezaei,
former chief commander of Iran’s Islamic
Revolution Guard Corps (IRGC) and current
secretary of Iran’s Expediency Council, stated
that Iran and the broader Resistance Front are
“on the verge of a great victory” that could lead
to the expulsion of the United States and its
allies from the West Asia region.

Rezaei made these remarks during a news
conference held in Lorestan on Sunday,
coinciding with Sacred Defense Week, a
commemoration of Iran’s resistance during
the eight-year Iran-Iraq War.

Rezaei highlighted that Iranis entering anew
era, drawing upon the lessons of the Sacred
Defense era against Irag’s Ba'athist regime.
“This victory will be significant because West
Asia will be liberated from the clutches of
Western powers,” he declared, suggesting that
Western influence in the region is nearing its
end.

During his remarks, Rezaei emphasized that
Iran has consistently sought to avoid war, but

cited provocative actions by the Israeli regime,
such as the assassination of a high-ranking
Iranian guest in Tehran, as acts that demand
aresponse.

He warned that while Iran remains resistant
to foreign aggression, it must be vigilant in the
face of attempts by external powers to draw
the nation into armed conflict.

Rezaei also spoke on the broader geopolitical
landscape, accusing the United States and
Israel of trying to provoke a regional war by
targeting Iran through their actions in Lebanon.
He stressed that Iran, along with its allies in
the Resistance Front, would not allow Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu to move
unchallenged in the region.

In a separate message posted on his social
media account on X (formerly Twitter), Rezaei
commented on the strength of the Lebanese
Hezbollah, stating that the group’s manpower
is “almost inexhaustible”

His after Hezbollah

remarks came

launched an attack on the Rafael weapons
manufacturing facility in Haifa, Israel, in what
was described as an “initial response” to
recent Israeli military actions in Lebanon.

“Hezbollah is a model of innovation and
resilience. The depth of its manpower will
not be exhausted for the next hundred years,”
Rezaei said, praising the group’s ability to
withstand Israeli military pressure over
decades.

Hezbollah said that it targeted Israeli
military industry complexes north of Haifa
with rockets, including Fadi 1, Fadi 2, and
Katyusha models. The group stated that the
attack is both a gesture of solidarity with
the Palestinians in Gaza and a response to
Israeli strikes in Lebanon, which resulted in
the deaths of 42 people and left thousands
injured due to explosive devices targeting
telecommunications infrastructure.

Hezbollah has vowed continued retaliation,
particularly as Israel's military operations
intensify in both Gaza and Lebanon.

ICCIMA calls for enforcing law on
business environment improvement

TEHRAN - Mohammad Reza Ramezani, the
Deputy head of Iran Chamber of Commerce,
Industries, Mines and Agriculture (ICCIMA)
for Legal Affairs has called for the full
implementation of the law on continuous
improvement of the business environment.

Pointing to the fact that the mentioned
law was approved in 2010 and hasn’t been
fully implemented yet, the official called for
its implementation especially with regard to
supplying electricity and gas to industries, the
ICCIMA portal reported.

Speaking in a meeting between the private
sector representatives of Fars Province with
the members of the Parliament Economic
Committee on Sunday, Ramezani said: “This
issue is one of the important concerns of
economic operators, and steps must be taken
toresolve it”

“One of the articles included in this law is
Article 25, which emphasizes that cutting off
electricity and gas in production units should
not be considered during peak consumption
periods, while today this issue has been
reversed and we are witnessing the cutting of
electricity in production units,” he said.

Emphasizing the need for the participation
of the members of provincial chambers of
commerce in expressing their opinions about
the parliament plans and bills, he said: “We
will send these plans and bills to all provincial
chambers of commerce when they are
announced in the parliament, and economic
operators are expected to provide their
opinions about them to the Iran chamber of
commerce so that the submitted opinions will
be provided to the relevant committees of the
parliament after summarizing.”

Iran’s Business Environment Index which
was 6.04 last winter (Dec. 22, 2023-March
19, 2024) stood the same in the spring of the
current year (March 20-June 20), according to
a recent report published by Iran Chamber of
Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture
(ICCIMA).

The index calculated by ICCIMA seeks to
measure the business friendliness of Iran’s

economy, with 10 indicating the worst grade.
The lower the figure, the better the business
environment.

Economic operators who took part in the
ICCIMA survey believe that difficulties in
getting banking facilities, unpredictability and
price changes of raw materials and products,
and instability of policies and regulations were
the main stumbling blocks in the way of their
business.

I[ran’s National Business Environment Index
is fashioned after the World Bank’s “Ease of
Doing Business” index.

Iran Chamber also measures the index for
each of the 31 Iranian provinces. The provinces
of Markazi, Khuzestan, and Hamedan had the
best scores while Hormozgan, Kordestan, and
Fars had the worst scores.

In early August, the 103rd meeting of the
dialogue council of the government and the
Tehran Province’s private sector was held at
the place of Tehran Chamber of Commerce,
Industries, Mines and Agriculture (TCCIMA),
in which ways of improving the business
environment and the challenges and solutions
in this regard were discussed.

The meeting was attended by Governor-
General of Tehran Province Alireza Fakhari and
TCCIMA Head Mahmoud Najafi Arab, as well
as some MPs and the representatives of the
province’s private sector.

During the gathering, the government and
private sector representatives also discussed
some restrictions imposed on the activities
of business persons, and described such
restrictions as disrupting production and
trade.

Speakingatthemeeting, Fakhariemphasized
on accelerating the processes of improving
the business environment, and added: “What
is clear and obvious is that we do not lack
laws and regulations in the country, but the
law enforcers do not perform their duties
properly and we are faced with negligence in
the executive bodies that enforce the laws, and
this issue must be corrected.”

Sponge iron production up 11.6% in 5 months on year

TEHRAN- Production of sponge iron in
Iran rose by 11.6 percent during the first
five months of the current Iranian calendar
year (March 20-August 21), as compared
to the same period of time in the past year,
according to the data released by the Iranian
Steel Producers Association (ISPA).

The ISPA reported that 17.506 million tons
of sponge iron was produced in the country
during the five-month period of this year,
while the figure was 15.693 million tons in the
same time span of the past year.

Direct reduced iron (DRI), also called
sponge iron, is produced from the direct
reduction of iron ore (in the form of lumps,
pellets, or fines) into iron by reducing gas
or elemental carbon produced from natural

gas or coal. Many ores are suitable for direct
reduction.

While Iran is fighting the US. severe
sanctions on its economy, and the country’s
different industrial and economic sectors
have been affected by the limitations and
difficulties caused by the sanctions condition,
the country’s mining sectoris moving forward
noticeably, overcoming such barriers.

Among the mining sector’'s different
products, sponge iron is an outstanding
example, as the production of this item is
rising more and more in the country.

Iranian Mines and Mining Industries
Development and Renovation Organization
(IMIDRO), Iran’s largest metals and mining
holding, has stated that one of the most

important reasons for the increase in sponge
iron production in Iran is the establishment
of new sponge iron plants, adding that in
recent years, with its new strategy and with
the participation of the private sector, the
organization has been able to launch several
projects to produce sponge iron.

Tavanir calls for policy package to support
developing renewables

TEHRAN - The optimization
projects manager of Iran’s Power
Generation, Distribution, and
Transmission Company (known
as Tavanir) has said the country
needs a policy package in which
allissues such as currency supply,
imports, licenses, measures
to support investors, etc. have
been seen in order to develop
renewables.

“If the government has come to
the conclusion that renewables
should have a proper share in the
country’s energy portfolio as one
of the most important solutions
to resolve the energy imbalance,
then a specific policy package
should be developed not only in
the Ministry of Energy but also in
a general and supra-institutional
way,” Mehr News Agency quoted
Masoud Khani as saying,

Currently, the Renewable
Energy and Energy Efficiency
Organization (SATBA) has solved
many problems through inking
memorandums of understanding
with various institutions, but the
most important problem in this
industry is financing, which must
be seriously resolved, Khani said.

Underlining the need for the
allocation of subsidized foreign
currency for the import of parts
needed for the development of
renewable projects, he said: “In
solarpower plants, the production
of the panels is currently done in
the country, but inverters must
be provided through imports,
which requires the allocation of
foreign currency and facilitating
the order registration by the
Industry Ministry””

Based on the Energy Ministry
data, renewables, currently,
account for nearly seven percent

of the country’s total electricity
generation capacity.

Ofthe country’s total renewable
capacity, 44 percent is the share
of solar power plants while the
share of wind farms stands at
40 percent and small-scalded
hydropower plants generate 13
percent of the total renewable
capacity.

Over the past few years, the
Iranian government has taken
serious measures to accelerate
the growth and development
of renewable energies in the
country.

Diversification of financing
models for renewable projects,
increasing  the  ceiling  of
guaranteed electricity purchase,
providing the possibility of buying
and selling renewable electricity
in the green board of the Iran
Energy Exchange (IRENEX) and
providing the possibility of
exporting renewable electricity
have been the most important
measures taken for this purpose.

Iranian renewable power plants
generated 261 million kilowatt-
hours (Kwh) of electricity in the
previous Iranian calendar month
of Tir (June 21- July 21), registering
a nine-percent growth compared
to a month earlier.

According to the data released
by Iran’s Renewable Energy and
Energy Efficiency Organization
(SATBA), renewable power plants
generated over 923 Kwh of
electricity since the beginning of
the current Iranian calendar year
(March 19), IRNA reported.

The electricity generated by
renewable sources also increased
by 28 percent in the third Iranian
calendar month of Khordad

Hemmati calls on ministries
to help fund private sector
projects

TEHRAN - Iranian Finance and
Economic Affairs Minister Abdolnasser
Hemmati has written a letter to five
other ministers asking them to help
fund private sector projects, Tasnim
News Agency reported.

In his letter, Hemmati said
his ministry is ready to provide

government guarantees for private
sector economic projects to facilitate
production and realize the slogan of
the year.

As reported, the mentioned letter
has been sent to the ministries of
energy, oil, industry, transport, and
labor.

In late July, SATBA Head
Mahmoud Kamani said 600
renewable power plants with
a total capacity of 13,500
megawatts (MW) are under
construction across the country
and with these power plants
going operational the share
of renewables in Iran’s power
generation will reach 15 percent.

“We hope that by implementing
these power plants, the share
of renewable energies in Iran’s
electricity  production  will
increase to more than 15 percent
in the next two years,” Kamani
said.

The members of Iran Chamber
of Commerce, Industries, Mines
and Agriculture (ICCIMA) Energy
Committee have called for
attracting foreign investment to
develop the country’s renewable
power plants.

During a meeting held in
early July, the wmembers of
the  mentioned  committee
emphasized that it is possible
to use the capacities of foreign
investors with proper planning to
develop the country’s renewable
sector, the ICCIMA portalreported.

“We  must prepare a
development roadmap for the
country’s  renewable  energy
industry [and to this end] we need

joint investment,” a committee
member said in the meeting.

A solar farm with the capacity
of generating 25 megawatts of
electricity came on stream in
Shahr-e Babak Copper Complex
in Kerman province, and was
connected to the national power
network on September 8.

This solar farm, which is
established in 42 hectares of land,
can play a key role in removing
electricity imbalance in the
country.

As reported, the establishment
of a 100-megawatt solar power
plantin the near future, to provide
sustainable energy and improve
people’s quality of life, is being
investigated and planned.

Back in February, the head of
the technical office of Iran Small
Industries and Industrial Parks
Organization (ISIPO) has said
that five solar parks are currently
being constructed across the
country, Mehr News Agency
reported.

“The government has approved
the plan for the establishment of
17 solar parks in six provinces, five
of which are being constructed,
Ruhollah Ebrahimi said.

According to the official, the
mentioned parks are being
established in Qazvin and Kerman
provinces.

The Renewable Energy and
Energy Efficiency Organization
(SATBA), on behalf of the Energy
Ministry, is in charge of the
construction of the mentioned
solar parks, and so far this
organization has had good
cooperation with ISIPO for the
implementation of the said plan,
Ebrahimi explained.

Iran 80% self-sufficient in bag
production raw materials

TEHRAN - Head of the Tehran
Leather Producers Union
Mahmoud Mousavi says Iran is
self-sufficient in producing 80
percent of the raw materials
needed in producing different
kinds of bags, IRIB reported.

“80 percent of the raw materials
for bag production, including
artificial leather and fittings, and

zippers, are produced in domestic
factories, and 20 percent is
imported,” Mousavi said.

“Many producers of this industry
are trying to improve the quality
and quantity of their products
by importing new industrial
machines from China and Italy and
establishing new factories” the
official added.

Hezbollah hits Israel’s strategic military bases

TEHRAN- Hezbollah has an-
nounced it has targeted the
Ramat David Airbase and other
sensitive sites in the northern
Israeli city of Haifa.

The Lebanese resistance
movement said it fired dozens
of missiles at the Ramat David
Airbase as part of its initial re-
taliation after the Israeli mas-
sacre against Lebanese civilians
on Tuesday and Wednesday. The
same airbase was attacked for a
second time on Sunday.

Hezbollah also shelled the Is-
raeli Rafael Advanced Defense
Systems military-industrial
complex, using Fadi-1, Fadi-2,
and Katyusha rocket weapons.

The industrial complex spe-
cializes in the production of
electronic warfare and related
equipment and is located in the
Zvulun Valley in northern Haifa.

The Lebanese resistance tar-
geted the Ramat David Airbase
and the Rafael Advanced Defense
Systems in three operations with
rocket barrages.

On Sunday morning, the Isra-
el Occupation Forces (IOF) said
that the Lebanese armed group
had launched 115 “aerial targets”
at areas in northern Israel in the
space of a few hours.

The I0F acknowledged that
some of the missiles landed near
Haifa, evading Israeli missile in-
terceptor systems.

Furthermore, Israeli media re-
ported that around 30 rockets
were launched at Krayot since
early Sunday morning.

On Tuesday and Wednesday,
Tel Aviv waged brutal massa-
cres detonating thousands of
wireless communication devices
across the Lebanese territory.

after an Israeli raid on the Leb-
anese capital Beirut that flat-
tened two eight-story residential
buildings on Friday, killings doz-
ens of people and injuring scores
of others.

In its latest update, Lebanon’s
health ministry said a total of
37 people had been killed in at
least two Israeli airstrikes in the
southern suburbs of Beirut on
Friday, including seven women
and three children.

Among those killed were also
senior Hezbollah commanders
Ibrahim Akil and Ahmed Wahbi.

The Israeli military and Hez-
bollah have been trading fire
since the outbreak of the US.-
backed Israeli genocidal war in
Gaza nearly a year ago, when the
Lebanese resistance began firing
rockets in solidarity with the Pal-
estinians people and resistance
in Gaza.

Hezbollah has vowed to con-
tinue supporting Gaza no matter
“what the cost”.

After raining down missiles
on Haifa, the movement issued a
statement that said:

“In support of our steadfast
Palestinian people in the Gaza
Strip and in support of their val-

From page 1 » More than 1,100 Israelis and
foreigners were killed in the Hamas operation
and around 250 others were taken captive.

The ensuing Israeli war of genocide on
Gaza has also claimed the lives of more than
41,300 Palestinians.

Netanyahu has vowed to continue the war
until achieving “total victory” over Hamas
and destroying the resistance group. How-
ever, Israeli officials have acknowledged that
the objectives set by the prime minister will
remain unattainable.

Israeli war minister Yoav Gallant has dis-
missed Netanyahu'’s “total victory” slogan as
“gibberish”.

Netanyahu, known as Bibi, has asserted
that military operations are the only means
to create the conditions necessary for the re-
lease of captives in Gaza.

But Israel was only able to release more
than 100 captives through a swap deal with
Hamas in November last year.

It is believed that about 100 captives re-
main in Gaza, including the bodies of at least
33 confirmed dead by the Israeli army.

The army has recovered the bodies of 37
captives who were killed during the regime’s
attacks in Gaza. It has also freed eight other
captives following deadly raids in Gaza.

Israel’s ongoing war on the enclave comes
as the regime has intensified its attacks
against Lebanon under the pretext of target-
ing the positions of the Hezbollah resistance
group.

Einav Zangauker, whose son is held cap-

tive in Gaza, said during the Saturday rallies
that Netanyahu has faced with the choice of
agreeing to a deal for the return of the cap-
tives or escalating the fighting with Hezbol-
lah. Zangauker added that the premier has
chosen “regional escalation, and decided to
sacrifice the hostages on the altar of keeping
his seat”

Israeli protesters are
fed up with army’s inability
to secure the release of
captives held in Gaza.

Another protester also accused far-right
ministers in the Netanyahu coalition of in-
tentionally preventing a deal with Hamas.
“Throughout the year there were opportuni-
ties for a deal, and you [the Netanyahu cabi-
net] didn’t take them.”

Clashes erupted during the protests and
police made arrests.

In Caesarea, protesters gathered in front
of Netanyahu'’s private residence and blocked
traffic until they were forcibly dispersed by
police.

Protests demanding a captive deal with
Hamas have been held every Saturday night
since the first weeks of the Gaza war.

Protesters have also called for Netanyahu's
resignation and early elections.

In recent days, relatives of captives have
stressed that they are increasingly pessi-
mistic about the prospects for a deal, in part
because of the shift in the focus of the war
toward Lebanon.

They have realized that the Israeli army is
not capable of bringing regional resistance
movements to their knees. Hence, they have
exerted pressure on officials to engage in di-
alogue with Hamas to protect the lives of the
remaining captives.

But Netanyahu has remained defiant in
the face of public demands to reach a cease-
fire with Hamas. This is because his political
survival depends on prolonging the conflict.
A permanent state of war helps Netanyahu
evade responsibility for his failure to prevent
the Al-Agsa Storm.

As soon as the onslaught ends, the Israeli
prime minister will be held accountable for
his regime’s military fiasco on October 7. He
is also trying to distract from his corruption
charges and controversial judicial reforms
which had sparked huge protests in Israel.

But in the eyes of Western countries in-
cluding the US, Israel’s survival is a priority.
Another person may succeed Netanyahuy,
but such a replacement will not improve the
circumstances of Palestinians who have en-
dured the Israeli system of apartheid for de-
cades. This is because the ethnic cleansing of
Palestinians is inherently linked to the funda-
mental characteristics of Israelis, regardless
of their political affiliations.

Sri Lanka picks Marxist-leaning Dissanayake as
president to fix economy

Sri Lanka elected Marxist-leaning Anura
Kumara Dissanayake as its new president
on Sunday, putting faith in the 55-year-old’s
pledge to fight corruption and bolster a frag-
ile economic recovery following its worst fi-
nancial crisis in decades.

Dissanayake, who does not possess po-
litical lineage like some of his rivals in the
presidential election, led from start to finish
during the counting of ballots, knocking out

incumbent President Ranil Wickremesinghe
and opposition leader Sajith Premadasa to
become Sri Lanka’s 10th president.

The election was also a referendum on
Wickremesinghe, who led the heavily indebt-
ed nation’s fragile economic recovery from
a meltdown in 2022 but the austerity mea-
sures that were key to this recovery hindered
his bid to return to office. He finished third
with 17% of the vote.

Dissanayake polled 5.6 million or 42.3% of
the votes, a massive boost to the 3% he man-
aged in the last presidential election in 2019.
Premadasa was second at 32.8% after the
first round of counting of ballots on Sunday.

It was the first time in Sri Lanka’s history
that the presidential race was decided by a
second round of counting after the top two
candidates failed to win the mandatory 50%
of votes to be declared winner.
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Hezbollah: Resistance movement in ‘new
phase’ of battle with Israel

Hezbollah deputy chief Naim Qassem said
on Sunday that the Lebanese resistance
movement was in a “new phase” in its battle
against Israel.

“We have entered a new phase, namely an
open reckoning” with Israel, Qassem said at
the funeral ceremony of a senior Hezbollah
commander killed in an Israeli strike on Friday,
Middle East Eye reported.

“Threats will not stop us.. We are ready to
face all military possibilities,” he said, in the
first comments from a senior Hezbollah of-
ficial since the strike on Beirut’'s southern

suburbs killed Ibrahim Agil, the head of Hez-
bollah’s elite Radwan Force.

Dozens of people including at least 16 Hez-
bollah members were killed in the strike.

Qassem said Hezbollah attacks on Israeli
military production facilities and an air base
near northern Israel’s Haifa on Sunday were
part of the new “open reckoning”.

He repeated that only a ceasefire in Gaza
would put a stop to Hezbollah’s cross-bor-
der attacks, warning that “the Israeli military
solution increases the dilemma for Israel and
the residents of the north” of Israel.

Yemen’s Ansarullah warns that Israel will
face more ‘painful strikes’

The defense minister of Yemen’s Ansarul-
lah said the group is prepared to launch many
more missiles, including hypersonic ballistic
missiles and explosive-laden drones, that
they have used before to target Israel in sup-
port of Palestinians.

“Just as we knocked on the doors of occu-
pied Jaffa and Umm al-Rashrash, we will con-
tinue to destroy the Zionists’ dens,” Mohamed

Nasser al-Atifi said in a statement in refer-
ence to previous attacks on Tel Aviv and Haifa,
Al Jazeera reported.

“We are working to continue directing pain-
ful strikes deep inside the Zionist enemy forc-
es,” he said. “We are living in a phase of open,
sensitive and long-term war, and we are tak-
ing all possibilities of confrontation into con-
sideration.”

Israel closes Al Jazeera

bureau in Ramallah

On live television, heavily armed Israe-
li soldiers raided Al Jazeera’s occupied West
Bank bureau in Ramallah at the weekend and
handed the bureau head, Walid al-Omari, a
notice to shut it down.

The soldiers ordered everyone working the
overnight shift at the bureau to leave, telling
them they could take only their personal be-
longings.

The order came from the Israeli military
authority despite the bureau being in Area A,
an area delineated as being under Palestinian
control in the Oslo Accords.

This is not the first time Israel has under-
taken actions in the Oslo Accords-defined

Area A, where Ramallah is and where the Pal-
estinian Authority (PA) has its seat.

One year ago, UN Special Coordinator for
the Middle East Peace Process Tor Wen-
nesland reported that, just between June and
September last year, there had been many
Palestinian casualties caused by Israeli oper-
ations in Area A.

Regardless of legal jurisdiction, Israel has
acted with impunity across the occupied
West Bank.

Israel has often targeted Al Jazeera and
its journalists, at times going as far as kill-
ing them - as it did Shireen Abu Akleh, Samer
Abudaga, Ismail al-Ghoul and Rami al-Rifi.

Are electronic devices
becoming time bombs?

From page 1 »“The components are low-
end IC (integrated circuits) and batteries, |
can say with certainty they were not made in
Taiwan,” Economy Minister Kuo Jyh-huei said.

A Japanese company which apparently
makes the walkie-talkies said it stopped pro-
ducing that model 10 years ago.

Citing US officials, the New York Times said
that the pagers received messages that ap-
peared to be coming from Hezbollah’s lead-
ership before detonating. The messages
instead appeared to trigger the devices, the
outlet reported.

The walkie-talkies that were blown up
on Wednesday were devices that were pur-
chased by Hezbollah five months ago, ac-
cording to a security source speaking to Re-
uters.

At least one explosion was close to a fu-
neral being held in Beirut for some of the
victims of Tuesday’s attack, creating panic
among those near the procession. This move
by Israel reminds one about terrorist groups
who detonate bombs among mourners who
are burying their love

Details about the walkie-talkies detonated
in Wednesday’s explosions are still coming to
light.

Footage shot in the aftermath showed
destroyed devices bearing the brand Icom,
a Japanese company. A statement from the
firm describes the IC-V82 model as a hand-
held radio which was exported to the Middle
East from 2004 to 2014 and has not been
shipped since then.

Icom said production on that model
stopped 10 years ago. The manufacturing of
the batteries has also stopped, it says.

The company says it is not possible to
confirm whether the IC-V82s that exploded
in the Wednesday attacks were shipped di-
rectly from Icom, or via a distributor. It said

any products for overseas markets were sold
only to the firm’s authorised distributors.

But the models may not even be from Icom.

Earlier, a sales executive at the US subsidi-
ary of lcom told AP news agency that the de-
vices which exploded in Lebanon appeared to
be a knock-off product - adding it was easy
to find counterfeit versions of the product
online.

The pagers that exploded on Tuesday were
anew brand that Hezbollah had not used be-
fore, a Hezbollah member told AP. A Lebanese
security official told Reuters that around
5,000 pagers were brought into the country
about five months ago.

Labels seen on fragments of exploded pag-
ers point to a pager model called the Rugged
Pager AR-924. But its Taiwanese manufac-
turer Gold Apollo has denied any involvement
with the explosions. When the BBC visited
Gold Apollo on Wednesday local police were
searching the company’s offices, inspecting
documents and questioning staff.

The founder, Hsu Ching-Kuang, said his
company had signed an agreement with a
Hungarian-based company - BAC - to man-
ufacture the devices and use his company’s
name. He added that money transfers from
them had been “very strange”, without elab-
orating.

BBC Verify has accessed BAC's company
records, which reveal it was first incorporat-
ed in 2022.

Its CEO Cristiana Barsony-Arcidiacono told
NBC that she knew nothing about the explo-
sions. “I don’t make the pagers. | am just the
intermediate. | think you got it wrong,” she
said.

The Hungarian government said the com-
pany had “no manufacturing or operational
site” in the country.

“We have deepened
our understanding of one another’s strengths
and areas for cooperation, laying a foundation
for future joint ventures that will benefit both
nations,” he stated.

Untapped potential of war tourism
in Kermanshah province

TEHRAN - Kermanshah province, located
on the border with Iraq and a significant bat-
tleground during the 1980-88 Iran-Iraq War,
remains a lesser-known destination for war
tourism despite its rich historical and cultural
significance.

While most people associate tourism with
relaxation and visits to cultural sites, war tour-
ism—classified as a form of “dark tourism”—of-
fers a unique opportunity for future genera-
tions to connect with the historical impacts of
war.

Despite the growth of tourism in recent
years, this sector, particularly war tourism, has
yet to be fully developed in Kermanshah, a prov-
ince that played a central role during the eight-
year conflict, which is better known as Sacred
Defense in Iran.

The province’s strategic location and histori-
cal significance, combined with changing land-
scapes, make it a prime candidate for develop-
ing this niche tourism market.

According to a recent report by IRNA, Ker-
manshah has not fully embraced this opportu-
nity, even though it holds significant potential
for economic and cultural development.

Kermanshah, which shares a long border with
Irag, was a frontline region during the Iragi-im-
posed war, witnessing numerous battles and
acts of bravery by its Kurdish men and women.

These heroic events have left a lasting mark
on the province, offering ample material for
war-related tourism. Monuments and battle-
field sites from wartime are scattered through-
out the province, and these can be integrated
into war tourism packages, the report added.

Additionally, Kermanshah'’s historical sites,
such as the UNESCO-listed Bisotun, Tag-e Bos-
tan, and the Temple of Anahita, provide further
opportunities for a combined cultural and war
tourism experience.

The province’s diverse landscape, enriched
by a mix of ethnicities, languages, and cultures,
adds to its unique appeal as a multifaceted
tourism destination.

War tourism can be a vital driver of economic
growth in regions like Kermanshah, particularly
in border towns such as Qasr-e Shirin and Gi-
lan-e Gharb. These areas have long relied on
agriculture, but persistent drought, poor soil
fertility, dust storms, and weak infrastructure
have hindered their economic growth.

As Dr. Ruhollah Fallahi-Gilan, a sociologist
and university professor, noted in a recent in-
terview with IRNA, the economy of these cities
remains fragile, and the introduction of war
tourism could play a critical role in empowering
local communities and promoting sustainable
development.

Fallahi-Gilan emphasized the importance of
leveraging the region’s wartime heritage, which
includes battlefield sites, memorials, and sto-
ries of local heroes.

“Proper management and promotion of these
sites could attract both domestic and interna-
tional tourists, creating new economic oppor-
tunities for the region,” the expert said.

A missed opportunity for Iran

Despite the high potential for war tourism,
Iran has yet to fully exploit this opportunity due
to inadequate planning, weak strategy devel-
opment, and lack of entrepreneurship in this
sector.

While many countries with a history of con-
flict—such as Russia, France, and Vietnam—
have successfully tapped into the war tourism
market, Iran’s efforts remain limited, the report
said.

Boundaries set for 5000-year-old hill in western Iran
after Chalcolithic and Parthian remains found

TEHRAN - Archaeologists have
proposed legal boundaries of Tape
Bor in western Iran after discov-
ering evidence from the Chalco-
lithic period, the 2nd millennium
BC, and the Parthian era.

The site, situated in Javanrud
county of Kermanshah province,
was under threat from local con-
struction, ISNA reported.

Tape Bor was first identified in
2005 by Dr. Yaghoub Mohammad-
ifar, a prominent Iranian archaeol-
ogist. It then was added to Iran’s
National Heritage List in early
2024 under registration number

3408, local residents have consis-
tently requested permits for con-
struction near the hill.

Due to these demands, cultural
heritage officials launched a re-
search project in the summer of
2024 to establish the hill's legal
boundaries.

According to the Cultural Heri-
tage and Tourism Research Insti-
tute, this fieldwork has concluded,
and a protection plan for the site
has been proposed.

Farhad Fattahi, head of the Tape
Bor archaeological team, said that

23 test trenches were excavat-
ed, which helped define the site’s
boundaries and suggest appro-
priate protections.

Fattahi emphasized that pot-
tery fragments from the site
indicate the earliest human set-
tlement at Tape Bor dates back
to the Chalcolithic era, along with
significant findings from the 2nd
millennium BC and the Parthian
period.

These discoveries highlight the
historical importance of the site
for regional archaeological stud-
ies, the archaeologist underlined.

He expressed hope that the
completion of this project would
resolve the issues faced by local
villagers in obtaining construction
permits while ensuring the pres-
ervation of the hill's archaeologi-
cal significance.

In addition to the artifacts, the
team encountered remains of ar-
chitectural structures in some of
the trenches. However, the quality
and exact period of these struc-
tures remain undetermined, ne-
cessitating further archaeological
excavation and study.

‘Sign up for Sign Language Rights’

TEHRAN -The International
Day of Sign Languages is ob-
served annually on September
23 globally to celebrate the rich-
ness of sign language culture
and highlight the preservation
and promotion of the linguistic
identity of all deaf people.

This year’s theme “Sign up for
Sign Language Rights” encour-
ages global support for the legal
recognition of national sign lan-
guages.

The UN General Assembly has
proclaimed September 23 as the
International Day of Sign Lan-
guages in order to raise aware-
ness of the importance of sign
language in the full realization of
the human rights of people who
are deaf.

The resolution establishing
the day acknowledges that early
access to sign language and ser-
vices in sign language, includ-
ing quality education available
in sign language, is vital to the
growth and development of the
deaf individual and critical to the
achievement of the internation-
ally agreed development goals.

It recognizes the importance
of preserving sign languages
as part of linguistic and cultural
diversity. It also emphasizes the
principle of “nothing about us

without us” in terms of working
with Deaf communities.

Approaching the 20th anni-
versary of the UN Convention
on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities (CRPD), adopted in
December 2006, let us strive to-
wards a better implementation
of the CRPD at the national lev-
el through the linguistic human
rights of deaf people.

According to the World Fed-
eration of the Deaf, there are
more than 70 million deaf people
worldwide. More than 80 percent
of them live in developing coun-
tries. Collectively, they use more
than 300 different sign languag-
es.

Sign languages are ful-
ly fledged natural languages,
structurally distinct from the

spoken languages.

There is also an internation-
al sign language, which is used
by deaf people in international
meetings and informally when
traveling and socializing. It is
considered a pidgin form of sign
language that is not as complex
as natural sign languages and
has a limited lexicon.

The Convention on the Rights
of Persons with Disabilities rec-
ognizes and promotes the use of
sign languages.

It makes clear that sign lan-
guages are equal in status to
spoken languages and obligates
state parties to facilitate the
learning of sign language and
promote the linguistic identity of
the Deaf community.

The choice of 23 September

commemorates the date that
the World Federation of the
Deaf (WFD) was established in
1951.

This day marks the birth of an
advocacy organization, which
has as one of its main goals, the
preservation of sign languages
and Deaf culture as pre-requi-
sites to the realization of the hu-
man rights of deaf people.

The International Day of Sign
Languages was first celebrated
in 2018 as part of the Interna-
tional Week of the Deaf.

September 23,
the International
Day of Sign
Languages, aims
to raise awareness
about the rights of
deaf people.

The International Week of
the Deaf was first celebrated in
September 1958 and has since
evolved into a global movement
of Deaf unity and concerted ad-
vocacy to raise awareness of the
issues deaf people face in their
everyday lives.

Iran prioritizes co-op with Iraq to

mitigate SDSs

TEHRAN -As sand and dust storms (SDSs)
hotspots in Iraq severely affect western and
southwestern regions, the administration
underscores cooperating with Baghdad to
address the problem.

On September 15, Foreign Minister Abbas
Araqchi in a meeting with the head of the De-
partment of Environment (DOE), Shina An-
sari, highlighted that one of the main axes of
cooperation with Iraq will focus on conduct-
ing joint environmental activities as well as
following up on previous agreements made
in this regard, IRNA reported.

A report published by four Iranian re-
searchers suggests that the main sources
of sand and dust storms affecting Iran are
emerging from Iraq, Syria, and Saudi Arabia.

Titled ‘Dust in Western Iran: the emergence
of new sources in response to shrinking wa-
ter bodies) the report written by Azar Bey-
ranvand, Ghasem Azizi, Omid Alizadeh, and
Ali Darvishi Boloorani was published by Na-
ture on September 27, 2023.

“The most influential sources affecting
Western Iran are located on the shore and
northwest of Lake Tharthar, Hour-al-Azim
Marsh, the shore of Razzaza, Habbaniyah
Lakes, and West Hammar Marsh, which con-
tributed to 110, 79, 59, 56, and 51 dusty days,
respectively””

Indeed, the peak dust activity in Western
Iran was during the period 2008-2012 in
response to the substantial shrinkage of the
main water bodies in Iraq.

The main sources of dust influencing West-
ern Iran are located in northern and eastern
Saudi Arabia in spring, Deir ez-Zur in Syria’s
Aleppo and Raqga in summer, and Syria’s
Homs and Al-Hasakah in winter and spring.

Western Iran here refers to the western
half of Iran, which encompasses northwest,
west, and southwest Iran. To identify dust
events in western Iran during the period
2000-2016, meteorological data from 33
synoptic stations were obtained from the
Meteorological Organization of Iran.

About 1133.5 km2 of regions in West Asia
with permanent surface water in 1984 com-
pletely dried up in 2015 and acted as poten-
tial sources of dust.

Decreased precipitation in West Asia from
autumn 2007 to 2012 and the occurrence of
severe droughts have also contributed to the
shrinkage of lakes and wetlands, as well as
the reduced agricultural productivity in West
Asia, all of which contributed to the inten-
sification of dust activity in Western Iran in
recent decades.

According to the results, the main sources
of dust that influence Western Iran are lo-
cated in Irag. Decreases in the surface water
of lakes in Iraq have led to the emergence of
some new sources of dust, which contribut-
ed to a substantial increase in dust activity in
western Iran in recent years.

Taken measures

Sand and dust storm, in general, is a global
crisis and most of the dust storm hotspots af-
fecting the country are located in neighbor-

ing countries, ISNA quoted Ali-Mohammad
Tahmasbi-Birgani, an official with the DOE as
saying.

Holding the international conference on
dealing with sand and dust storms in Sep-
tember last year with the presence of repre-
sentatives of more than 50 countries and in-
ternational agencies was our most important
measure that was taken in line with the poli-
cy of environmental diplomacy, he explained.

The measure became more important
when the Tehran conference’s resolution was
approved by the United Nations and became
a global requirement for action against sand
and dust storms, the official stressed.

“Special regulations for the management
of sand and dust storms in emergency con-
ditions as well as environmental consider-
ations for the development and exploitation
of mines have also been prepared.”

More than 2.7 trillion rials (about $5 mil-
lion) was allocated last year to projects for
combating sand and dust storms, he con-
cluded.

The 6th United Nations Environment As-
sembly (UNEA-6) which was held from Feb-
ruary 26 to March 1approved a resolution ad-
opted at the international summit on dealing
with sand and dust storms which was held in
Tehran in September 2023.

The UNEA-6 was held at the United Nations
Environment Program (UNEP) headquarters
in Nairobi, Kenya. It is the world’s highest de-
cision-making body on the environment.

A total of 180 countries attended the
UNEA-6 meeting with a focus on how multi-
lateralism can help tackle the triple planetary
crisis of climate change, nature and biodiver-
sity loss, and pollution and waste, IRNA re-
ported.

The Tehran conference was a turning point
in making serious decisions for implement-
ing sub-regional programs in West Asia and
Central Asia.

Climate change with all its dimensions and
consequences has caused serious challenges
to life on the earth. One of the consequenc-
es of climate change, which has increased in
intensity and occurrence, is the phenomenon
of SDSs with severe harm to the world’s bio-
logical and economic resources.

According to surveys, 150 countries are af-
fected by SDSs, and most of these countries
are located in Africa and Asia.

Two out of the seven main sources of dust
production in the world are located in Asia,
with the Great African Sahara being the first
one.

The studies by the Islamic Republic of Iran
show that the dust centers in West and Cen-
tral Asia are more than 3.3 million square ki-
lometers.

1994, except for 2012.

Prior to the 1979 Islamic
Revolution, the country sent a
single film in 1977.

Majidi’s “Children of Heaven” in
1998 and Asghar Farhadi's “A
Separation” and “The Salesman”
in 2011 and 2016 respectively.

Of the three films, both of
Farhadi’s movies won the award.

With his two awards, Farhadi is
among the multiple best foreign
language film Oscar winning
directors.

In  the history of the
Academy Awards, only six
directors have won this award
more than once.

At the top of the list, there
are Italian directors Federico
Fellini and Vittorio De Sica, who
have won the award four times
each.
